Final Project: Research-Based Professional Portfolio 
Title:   
Bridging the Past and Present: A Professional Portfolio 
Objective:   
Students will create a professional portfolio that demonstrates their ability to use English effectively in historical and archaeological research, communication, and professional contexts. This portfolio will include different written and spoken tasks, reflecting the skills acquired in the course. 
 
Task Components:   
The portfolio will consist of four key elements:   
1. Research Abstract & Conference Proposal (20%)   
− Write a 250-word abstract for a research paper related to history or archaeology.   
− Draft a 500-word conference proposal outlining the research's significance, methodology, and key findings.   
− Submit a list of 5-7 academic sources in proper citation format.   
 
2. Professional Correspondence & Grant Application (20%)   
− Write a formal grant application (700 words) for a research project, excavation, or museum initiative.   
− Include a cover letter (300 words) addressed to a funding organization.   
 
3. Fieldwork Report or Museum Exhibit Text (30%) (Choose one)  
− Option A: Write a 1,000-word fieldwork report describing an archaeological site, excavation process, and findings.   
− Option B: Develop a museum exhibit guide (1,000 words) describing historical artifacts and their significance for a general audience.   
 
4. Oral Presentation (30%)   
− Deliver a 10-minute presentation based on one of the portfolio components (e.g., research paper, fieldwork report, or museum exhibit).   
− The presentation should be recorded or performed live with clear structure, professional language, and visual aids (e.g., PowerPoint).
