− Write a 500-word critical review analyzing its usefulness in history/civic education.   c) Professional Reflection (20%) 
− Write a 1000-word reflection on how English-language teaching skills contribute to your future career.

· Strategies for making historical and civic content accessible   
· The importance of international perspectives in history teaching   
 
2. Lesson Demonstration (40%) (Live or Recorded Video – 10-15 minutes)
