INTRODUCTION 
Practical taining is an important part of the learning process. Future special ists receive an opportunity to gain practical skills in healthcare institutions. The program of practical training for the students of the Medical Faculty  №2 is the main regulating document providing a comprehensive approach to the  practical training of medical students. 
In accordance to the current curriculum, practical training for medical stu dents in Ukraine is conducted after the 4th year in the internal medicine, surgical,  and pediatric wards (departments) and maternity hospital (department) of the in patient settingns as an assistant of a physician for 4 weeks; 
[bookmark: _GoBack]Responsible for the practical training are: Department of Internal Medicine of Medical Faculty №2; Departments of Surgical Diseases, Obstetrics and Gynecology, Paediatric Diseases of Medical Faculty.


Structure of the Practice Diary 
(sample, regardless of the cycle) 
1. Number of examined patients in the department: preliminary diagnosis, plan of  examination and plan of the treatment. 
2. The daily work, quantity of examined patients, description of several patients  (diagnosis ...), clinical evaluation of additional diagnodid methods, evaluation of  the disease dynamics, quantity of medical diagnostic and therapeutic manipula tions. 
3. Number of performed examinations (ECG, ultrasound, X-ray, etc.) and their  interpretation.

PRACTICAL TRAINING AFTER VIII SEMESTER 
(INPATIENT SETTINGS AS AN ASSISTANT OF A PHYSICIAN) 
The practical training is conducted in the internal medicine, pediatric,  surgical, obstetrics and gynecology departments for 1 week in each depart ment, 4 weeks in total. Working in hospitals students assist in 6 - 8 patients man agement under the supervision of a doctor and should take two night shifts. The aim and tasks of the practical training 
Working in inpatient settings students should: 
- consolidate the knowledge gained during the theoretical and clinical dis ciplines study, improve practical skills in patients examination received at the university, acquire new skills in clinical and instrumental diag nostic methods for different abnormalities of internal organs diagnosis,  
and applies those skills at the university after practice;  
- develop abilities and skills in management of patients: the assessment of  the patients status and effect of past treatment if it was provided, make  a conclusion about the preliminary diagnosis and plan necessary aids to  confirm it, develop the treatment plan and treatment effects monitoring;  - determine the disability degree;  
- be familiar with the Health Care organization in cities and in the country side, work of diagnostic facilities (laboratories, X-ray and other instru mental investigations organization and work), the Medical Supervisory  Committee and Disability Determination Services work, as well pre ventive medical services in population, organization of preventive and  sanitary-educational work,  
- know the organization ancillary services in hospitals (water, kitchen,  laundry, etc.), internal hospitals rules (organization of medical staff work, maintenance of different regimens for patients including diet,  etc.).  
- know the organization of anti-epidemic work, the basics of current health  surveillance for public facilities, food companies, catering centres,  childcare centres and teenage institutions. 
Over the period of practical training, in addition to clinical work perfor mance, students participate staff meetings; scientific, clinical and pathology con ferences which are conducted in the hospital, take part in sanitary-educational ac tivities in hospitals (conduct 1 or 2 lectures for the public in health education top ics). Students are required to follow the rules of professional ethics and medical  
ethics. Students should maintain the medical records in Case Histories: general  identification data, complains, history and physical examination data, additional  laboratory and instrumental studies, medication administration records etc.), dis charge forms, statistical records, referrals to the Medical Supervisory Committee  and Disability Determination Services, etc.

PRACTICAL TRAINING IN THE INTERNAL MEDICINE DEPARTMENT 
The practical training in the therapeutics department lasts for 1 week. As a  result the clinical practice training program completion the students should: 
KNOW the procedure for hospitalization and discharge of patients, sanitiz ing procedures for patients, department work schedule, the rules of discharge and  storage of medicines, clinical and laboratory methods of infectious diseases diag nosis and disinfection measures in case of their detection, clinical, radiological and  other methods of tuberculosis diagnosis, the main clinical and laboratory diagnos tic techniques of internal organs abnormalities, clinical symptoms of internal dis eases and their differential diagnosis; the techniques of thoracocentesis and para centesis in ascites. 
Students should BE ABLE to: 
1. Conduct examination of the patient: 
- Collect complains and history; 
- Evaluate the general appearance of the patient, his/her anthropometrics; 
- Conduct the chest inspection, comparative and topographic percussion and  auscultation of the lungs; 
- Conduct palpation of the cardiac apical beat, determine the borders of ab solute and relative cardiac dullness by percussion, auscultation of the heart; - Measure blood pressure, take pulse; 
- Carry out the inspection and palpation of the abdomen (superficial and  deep palpation), liver, spleen and kidneys percussion and palpation. 2. Carry out general manipulations: 
- Determine the blood group, Rh factor; 
- blood and blood substitutes transfusion, compatibility test; 
- Conduct intravenous infusion of drugs; 
- Participate in gastric and duodenal endoscopic investigation and give its  clinical evaluation; 
- Participate in the X-ray of the chest and abdomen and give its clinical as sessment; 
- Conduct drugs hypersensitivity testing. 
3. Perform the following diagnostic tests: 
- ECG record; 
- Spirometry; 
- Thyroid gland palpation and take part in USD examination.

3. Provide a clinical evaluation of laboratory studies: 
- CBC and blood film, urine and sputum analysis; 
- Biochemical screen of blood: liver function tests, kidney function, electro lytes, protein and protein fractions, lipid profile, clotting screen; - Indicators of inflammatory activity (C-reactive protein (CRP), Antistrep tolysin O, diphenylamine samples, sialic acids, etc.); 
- Blood and urine glucose levels, glucose tolerance test, HbA1c; - 24h urine analysis in different kidney diseases. 
5. Provide first aid in case of: 
- Cardiac asthma and pulmonary edema; 
- Anaphylactic shock; 
- Bronchial asthma attacks; 
- Comatose conditions; 
- Poisoning by toxic substances....

PRACTICAL TRAINING IN THE SURGICAL DEPARTMENT. 
The practical training in the surgical department lasts for 1 week. As a  result of completing the program of clinical practice training students must: Student must KNOW the peculiarities of management of surgical patients,  the maintenance of medical records (operations minutes, intensive care flow sheets,  etc.), departmental work schedule, clinical and laboratory methods of patients’  examinations and diagnostics of surgical pathology, particularities of the sanitary  regime in the department, techniques of disinfection of operating suites, aseptic  and antiseptic techniques, hand and arm scrubbing, clinic and diagnostic criteria  for the urgent surgical pathology. 
Students should BE ABLE to: 
1. Conduct examination of the patient (collect anamnesis, conduct physical  examination including specific surgical samples), assess supporting research meth ods (laboratory parameters, X-ray, etc.). 
2. Carry out basic manipulations: 
- Local and general anaesthesia; 
- Stop external bleeding; 
- Blood transfusion, blood grouping, compatibility tests; 
- Transfusion of blood products and other intravenous and intra-arterial in fusions; 
- Application of dressings; 
- Application of plaster tires; 
- Novocaine blockade (paranephric, cervical etc.); 
- Joint puncture; 
- Pleural puncture. 
3. Perform surgeries independently: 
- Lancing of abscess, phlegmon, panaricium; 
- Primary surgical treatment of wounds; 
- First aid for injuries (wound, fracture, dislocation). 
4. Assist at planned and urgent surgeries: 
- Acute appendicitis, herniatomy; 
- Bowel obstruction, cholecystitis, pancreatitis; 
- Stomach ulcer and 12 duodenal ulcers; 
- Internal bleeding if internal organs are damaged; 
- Open and internal injuries of the extremities. 
5. Provide first aid in case of: 
- Renal, hepatic and intestinal colic; 
- Gastro-intestinal and pulmonary hemorrhages; 
- Traumatic shock; 
- Wounds, injuries and burns.
