5. DIAGNOSTIC TOOLS AND EVALUATION CRITERIA

Duration of work at the station: 10 minutes per student.

1. Demonstrate communication skills: greet the patient, ask her how to address her, introduce yourself, your role and the nature of the interview; obtain verbal informed consent, if necessary.
2. Collect complaints and anamnesis: find out the complaints at the time of the visit and anamnesis that indicate the presence of an emergency obstetric or gynecological pathology.
3. Conduct an objective examination: abdominal palpation and evaluate the results of laboratory and instrumental studies.
4. To make a diagnosis (according to a specific clinical situation) - to voice it.
5. Determine the tactics of management and treatment: emergency care, further management of the patient.
6. Determine the patient's rehabilitation tactics in compliance with ethical aspects when choosing further treatment (informed consent and other recommendations).
Clinical scenarios:  
1. Early postpartum bleeding (placental remnant).
2. The pregnancy is full-term. Leopold's techniques. Determine the expected fetal weight.
3. Pregnancy management. Measurement of pelvic size, determination of Solovyov index and true conjugacy.
4. Demonstrate the management of the third period of labor.
5. Insertion and removal of an intrauterine device.
6. Special gynecological examination.
7. Monitoring of endometrial hyperplasia treatment - pap biopsy of the endometrium.
