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Introduction
During the 2024–2025 academic year, the student self-government of the Medical Faculty № 2 of Uzhhorod National University actively implemented a comprehensive program of educational, cultural, sports, and social initiatives.
The main coordinating role in this activity was played by the Student Council of the Medical Faculty № 2  and the Trade Union Bureau of the Medical Faculty № 2, which worked closely with the Dean’s Office, academic advisors, and the university administration.
The purpose of the student self-government’s work was to promote civic engagement,cultural awareness, professional competence of future medical specialists, and to create conditions for their balanced development.

1. National-Patriotic and Civic Education
During the academic year, the Student Council and the Trade Union Bureau of the Medical Faculty № 2 actively participated in events aimed at fostering multiculturalism, unity, and respect for Ukraine.
In particular, the following activities were organized:
· Information campaign marking the anniversary of the full-scale Russian invasion to Ukraine (February 24, 2025);
· Participation in the celebration of the International Day of Ukrainian Language (February 2025);
· Volunteer initiatives — collecting humanitarian aid for wounded soldiers and participating in charity fairs.

2. Professional Education and Employment Support
With the support of the Trade Union Bureau and the Student Council, a number of events were held to promote professional growth among students, including:
· University Day (October 2024);
· International Students’ Day (November 2024);
· Student Scientific and Practical Conference (second semester);
· Introduction of first-year students to the traditions of the faculty (December 2024 – January 2025);
· Student involvement in research activities throughout the year.

3. Political and Legal Education
To raise students’ legal awareness, the following activities were carried out:
· Lectures on students’ rights and responsibilities;
· Discussions on academic integrity;
· Preventive meetings on preventing corruption in education;
· Awareness sessions on labor law and youth employment legislation.

4. Moral, Ethical, and Health-Promoting Education
Thanks to the collaboration between the Student Council and the Trade Union Bureau, several initiatives were implemented:
· Freshers’ Day (January–March 2025);
· A series of discussions on communication culture and academic ethics;
· Preventive lectures on healthy lifestyles;
· Meetings with doctors from the Zakarpattia Regional AIDS Prevention and Diagnostics Center.

5. Environmental Education
The Student Council of the Medical Faculty № 2 organized various environmental awareness events, including:
· Information campaigns dedicated to Earth Day;
· Environmental quest “Save the Planet”;
· Tree-planting activities on the university campus in cooperation with the Trade Union Bureau and university administration.

6. Artistic and Aesthetic Education
The faculty actively participated in the university’s cultural life through the following events:
· Festival “Student Autumn” (November 2024);
· “Friendship Week” (April–May 2025) — dedicated to intercultural exchange among students of different nationalities;
· Creative evening “Youth. Inspiration. Medicine,” organized by students with the support of the Trade Union Bureau.

7. Sports and Mass Activities
The sports activity of the student self-government reached new heights in the 2024–2025 academic year.
With the support of the Dean’s Office, the Student Council, and the Trade Union Bureau of the Faculty of Medicine No. 2, a wide range of sports events promoting a healthy lifestyle was organized:
· Dean’s Cup tournaments in football, basketball, and cricket (April–May 2025);
· Table Tennis Tournament (December 2024);
· Volleyball Competition among students of different years (March 2025);
· Interfaculty Football Cup (November 2024);
· Charity Run “Medics for Life” (May 2025) — funds were donated to support wounded soldiers;
· Winter Futsal Tournament “Winter Cup” (January 2025);
· Faculty Sports Day — open training sessions, yoga, arm-wrestling, and track & field workshops.
Throughout the year, regular discussions were also held on healthy nutrition, physical and mental well-being, and motivational training on balancing studies and sports.

8. Development of Student Self-Government
In the 2024–2025 academic year, the work of student self-government focused on expanding opportunities for student initiative:
· Monthly meetings of the student council;
· Formation of an updated composition of the Student Council and the Trade Union Bureau;
· Training “Leadership and Teamwork”;
· Development of an online platform for student life at the faculty.
